	COUNCILLORS REPORT BACK

Cllr Richardson attended an event at Teeside Airport on the 14th of January to hear about the latest developments. Eastern Airways has gone into Administration; however, KLM have taken over the Amsterdam routes. There are now 3 cargo flights a week from China and there is an increase in other cargo flights. A deal has been signed with Willis Aviation to develop 6 new hangers to support aircraft maintenance, Airbourne Colours has a second hangar for aircraft painting, Amazon is trialling Drone deliveries, and the airport is trialling an autonomous baggage and passenger system a UK first!

Cllr Richardson and the Clerk met the CFYA team (Martin Ewell) to look at playground equipment at St Margaret’s play area. Some of the benches were not secure and CFYA would look at tightening the foot bolts. The benches require repainting in the summer. The general condition of the wooden play equipment is good; however, the land is subject to flooding and access to the adult play equipment is restricted. An inspection of the drains by Martin Ewell indicated that there no immediate blockages. Cllr Richardson referred back to emails from 2013, where SBC had suggested the installation of a 60m drain and a land drain and had indicated a costing. Cllr Richardson to forward the email to the clerk for information. The matter has been ongoing for a number of years and SBC said that the drain had been damaged by the installation of a sign which had gone through the pipe. The former Clerk had asked SBC to do a drain survey with cameras and the drains were clear. Cllr Roebuck said historically there was a pond in the corner of the field. Cllr Newcombe said that the field has always had an issue with surface water. Cllr Ramsay said that the compacted clay may cause drainage issues too.

	The footpath is failing, there are cracks and evidence that the footpath is lifting in places, the hopscotch markings and other painted play markings had deteriorated. Cllr Roebuck asked for the matter to be discussed at the next recreation committee meeting, in the interim the Clerk to contact SBC to if a site visit can be arranged. Resolved: - Noted

During the visit to St Margaret’s a resident spoke to Cllr Richardson regarding the poor condition of the willow trees near to Dunbar Drive and the idea of a bench to be sited at the corner overlooking the Cleveland Hills. Resolved: - The Clerk to contact he arborist at SBC and get a costing for the bench.

	CLERKS REPORT

1. Allotments – there have been 4 further applications for allotments across both sites, there are now approximately 20 people on each waiting list. Resolved: - The Clerk to chase Thornaby Landscaping to clear the overgrown allotment
2. Willow Trees at Dunbar Drive – Complaint for resident about the poor condition. Resolved: -The Clerk has contacted SBC and an arborist visited and remedial work will take place.
3. Grisedale Crescent - A complaint from a resident regarding the dropped kerbs. Resolved: - CFYA to investigate and complaint passed to SBC.
4. Poplar Road – Cllr Collier raised a complaint about the condition of the road; there is an area that has sunk and water collects and it is icy in winter. Resolved: - Clerk to advise Cllr Collier to log a personal complaint with SBC, the Clerk has emailed SBC, however the road is maintained by SBC.
5. Holocaust Remembrance Service Invitation – Cllr Newcombe attended. Resolved: - Noted
6. Email from 593 Yarm Road – Resident responding to letter concerning the grass verge that has been damaged by the contractors working on their house. They will make good once the work has been completed Resolved: - Cllr Roebuck to monitor.
7. Nelly Beck – The Clerk made an enquiry on behalf of Cllr Collier, regarding the water quality to the Environment Agency. Resolved: - A response to the enquiry should be received by the 9th of February
8. Grant Request - Egglescliffe Parish Hall request for £96 for sanitary disposal bins Resolved: - Cllr Roebuck asked the application be discussed by the Finance Committee Resolved: - Clerk to add to 12th February agenda
9. Horses on land leased to Leven AFC – Cllr Ramsay sent photos of the horse that are grazing on the field. Resolved: - The Clerk to find the lease agreement and the title deeds to establish which fences are owned by the Parish and to contact the owner of the horses to remove them
10. Summer Fete – Shane Sellars of EARA visited the office to discuss the budget for the event and to advise the progress to date.  Resolved: - Mr Sellars to contact the Council, in a few weeks to start discussions and further planning.
11. Crime Rates – The Clerk requested Crime Rates for the two wards and commented that there was an increase in December due to domestic violence, however there was no significant increase in crime in the past year. Resolved: - The clerk to circulate reports at future meetings.
12. Bench – A request from a resident at Dunbar Drive for a bench to be sited on a corner piece of land near to St Margaret’s and Dunbar Drive. Resolved: - The Clerk has obtained a quotation from SBC and is to seek funding and has asked SBC for an application form for the CNB pot of money.
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	13. Training – The Clerk reported that she had attended 3 evening sessions delivered by the Northern County Allotments Association and the training identified items that need to be considered in the Tenancy Agreement. Resolved: - The Clerk to review the Tenancy Agreement with the Allotment Committee at the next meeting.
14. Allotment EV21 – Tenant asked if she could relocate her fruit cages from the current plot in a neighbouring village as she had moved into the Parish. Resolved: - Cllr Richardson and Allotment Committee agreed to the addition of fruit cages to the plot.
15. St Margaret’s Play Area – Complaint received from a resident regarding the flooding around the adult equipment. Resolved: - see minute 157/25 above.
16. 20mph Restriction – Cllr Collier had received complaints regarding speeding around Egglescliffe School and requested the Council revisit the 20mph enquiry. Resolved: - Cllr Roebuck said that the matter had been raised on a number of occasions and Richard Holden MP & Matt Vickers MP had responded to Cllr Collier’s concerns. Residents have not engaged further with the Council, and the concern would be put on the agenda at a future date.
17. Mobile Library – A newsletter from SBC was circulated to the Councillor’s. Resolved: - Noted
18. Teesdale Way – Cllr Collier raised concerns about the footpath and broken gateway. The Clerk had forwarded photos taken by Cllr Collier to the property owners Land Agents and received a response back to say that the maintenance person was on sick leave and hoped to return soon. Resolved: - Noted

	S&DR Plaques

Cllr Fletcher has been leading the project to install plaques at key historical sites to celebrate the S&DR Bicentennial Anniversary. An email from Cllr Fletcher on the 15th of November 2025 was circulated in advance of the meeting as a discussion point. Cllr Fletcher asked for a list of plaque suppliers, which was provided by Cllr Collier. Cllr Newcombe said that there was a manufacturer in Yarm who had made similar plaques, so he would provide contact details to the Clerk. 

Cllr Roebuck said that we need to establish what type of plaque will accommodate the wording suggested by Cllr Fletcher, then we can approach SBC Town and Country Planning with exact details. The Clerk advised that at present SBC had not filled the vacancy for an Historic Officer, so the Planning Department would need to be involved. The Clerk had contacted the landlord at The Cleveland Bay, and the Inn is owned by Punchbowl in Burton upon Trent, he advised that the building was Grade 2 listed, so permission was needed from Historical England to erect any plaque.

Cllr Ramsay suggested that plaques similar to those at Victoria Park and could be adapted to the relevant historic site, and could include a QR code, this would be a less expensive option and the QR Code would link to the Councils website. Cllr Fletcher said that the Council should enquire what plaques were planned by TVCA and at Eaglescliffe Station. The newly installed artwork near at Urlay Nook was only visible to passengers on the trains passing it and was not informative. Cllr Roebuck asked if we could use any part of the Friends of S&DR website on our website, this would need their consent. A joined-up approach needs to be considered, and contact should be made with a Corporate Member

Cllr Fletcher said that the progress of the project should be dealt with by a committee. Resolved: - The project to be assigned to the PR Committee.

PROW Officer – A meeting has been arranged for 1pm on 18th February 2026 at Urlay Nook Offices. Resolved: - Councillors to forward matters for discussion to the Clerk in advance of the meeting.

Conservative Newsletter Eaglescliffe East – Cllr Fletcher circulated a copy of the newsletter he received along with other residents. Reference was made to 
the curtailment of the foot & cycle-path on Durham Lane. EEC had not been notified of the amended plans, due to an increase in cost (due to length of time from planning to project delivery). St Margaret’s Play Area - Ward Councillor Stephen Dodds raised the matter of the flooding at the park. Cllr Richardson provided information that a meeting of the Council on 29th May 2013, the Council discussed the installation of a 60m drain and a 40m land drain and the proposal 50/50 split of the costs with SBC.  The previous clerk had a drain survey carried out by SBC and a map of the drains was provided. Cllr Roebuck said the that historically there was a pond on the site. 
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	Cllr Dodds suggested a site visit with SBC perhaps Civil Engineers to look at the drainage issues. Cllr Dodds said if Yarm High Street improvements were not delivered, then there could be a possibility of accessing the Levelling Up Funds secured by Matt Vickers MP. Resolved: - The Clerk and Cllr Dodds to contact the relevant departments and arrange a meeting.
